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Pursuant to 49 U.S.C. §40109 and Subpart C of the Department's Rules of

Practice, Transporte Aéreo Técnico Ejecutivo, S.A. de C.V. ("TATESA") hereby applies

for renewal of its exemption from 49 U.S.C. §41301, which grants TATESA the full

scope of passenger charter rights available under the Air Transport Agreement between

the United States and Mexico signed on December 18, 2015.1/ TATESA specifically

seeks renewal of its authority to conduct passenger charter operations, using small

aircraft, in foreign air transportation between any point or points in Mexico and any point

or points in the U.S.; and from a point or points in Mexico, via an intermediate point or

points, to any point or points in the U.S., and beyond, as mutually agreed in writing by

the U.S. DOT and the former Mexican Dirección General de Aeronáutica Civil

(“DGAC”), provided that such service constitutes part of a continuous operation, with or

1/ Air Transport Agreement Between the Government of the United States of America and the
Government of the United Mexican States, signed in Washington, DC, December 18, 2015.
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without a change of aircraft, that includes service to Mexico for the purpose of carrying

local traffic between Mexico and the U.S. TATESA also seeks authority to conduct

other passenger charter operations to and from the U.S., such as seventh-freedom

passenger charter operations, subject to the prior approval requirements set forth in 14

C.F.R. Part 212.

TATESA requests that the Department renew this exemption for a period of at

least two years. TATESA invokes the automatic extension provisions of the

Administrative Procedure Act, 5 U.S.C. §558(c), as implemented by 14 C.F.R. Part 377,

to maintain its exemption authority in effect pending a final Department determination

on this renewal application.2/

In support of this application, TATESA states as follows:

1. TATESA continues to be financially fit, and is willing and able to provide charter

passenger services using small aircraft. TATESA reports that there have been no

changes in its corporate address, ownership, Mexican authority, or aircraft liability

insurance during the past two years (apart from routine changes to its authority or

insurance associated with the aircraft change noted below). Changes to TATESA's

aircraft and key personnel are set forth below. TATESA otherwise validates and

incorporates by reference the information it has previously submitted in this docket.

2. Aircraft. Since its last DOT renewal application in 2018, TATESA sold its

Hawker 800XP (XA-NTE) and acquired a twelve-passenger Bombardier Challenger 650

that is also registered in Mexico.

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3. Key Personnel.

Operations Assistant. Rogelio Alejandro López Sagástegui is the new

Operations Assistant of TATESA. He obtained his Mexican pilot license in 1998 and

his FAA license in 2005. Cap. López has accrued 3,870 flight hours operating

Bombardier Challengers (Models 300 and 650), Cessna Citations, and Dassault

Falcons. Before joining TATESA, Capt. López worked for Execujet, GR Operadora,

and Taxi Aereo de Veracruz. Cap. López is a citizen and resident of México.

. Maintenance Supervisor. Horacio Piña Martinez, TATESA's Maintenance

Supervisor, obtained an aeronautical engineering degree from Universidad Autónoma

de Nuevo León, México in 2014, and also holds an instrument-rated pilot’s license.

Before becoming TATESA’s Maintenance Supervisor, Ing. Piña worked for Aero-Sami,

S.A. de C.V., as Maintenance Director of Maintenance/Safety Manager. He is a citizen

and resident of México.

3. Mexican Authority. TATESA's Mexican authority to engage in transborder

charter passenger services remains in effect as does TATESA’s FAA Operations

Specifications . TATESA's International Commercial Authority (TAI) was amended to

reflect the addition of XA-OOI to its fleet. See Exhibit A for a copy of TATESA’s current

TAI and Exhibit B for a copy of TATESA's current Air Operator's Certificate (AOC).

4. TATESA's renewal application is limited in scope and non-controversial.

TATESA's proposed air transportation services are unchanged from the U.S.-Mexico

services that it has performed in the past, i.e., customized transport services for

business executives and their guests using small executive jet aircraft.
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5. In accordance with the terms of the Air Transport Agreement between the U.S.

and Mexico, TATESA's exemption authority is in the public interest. TATESA's services

satisfy a continuing commercial need and foster business activities and economic

opportunities that benefit both countries.

WHEREFORE, Transporte Aéreo Técnico Ejecutivo, S.A. de C.V., requests

renewal of its authority to engage in charter foreign air transportation of passengers

between Mexico and the United States using small aircraft, as set forth herein, and for

such other relief as may be in the public interest.
